A retired marketing executive, Arnold says, “Every author can easily master the basics of marketing his or her own books, and that includes selling the manuscript to a publisher without suffering the usually unnecessary disappointment of multiple rejections. It’s not black magic, and it’s not hard, either. In the workshop, we’ll cover how to prepare to sell your manuscripts, how to maximize your relationships with your publisher’s marketing staff, your editor and book designer, and how to establish and benefit from on-going relationships with retail booksellers such as Barnes & Noble.”

Rovell said, “The workshop will be followed by a live in-store selling demonstration by George, who will be signing and selling his books in our store Saturday and Sunday.”
